Hours: Mon. - Sat. 10 am - 5 pm, Sun. 12 - 5 pm.

From the Queen Elizabeth Way, head north on Trafalgar Road. At the traffic lights, turn
right onto Burnhamthorpe Road East, travel 1 km, watch for the red sign on the south
side of the road – opposite the driveway entrance is a red letterbox (north side of the
road).

The Gallery at Sheridan Institute
1430 Trafalgar Road, Oakville.
Hours: Mon. - Thurs. 10 am - 7:00 pm, Fri. - Sat. 10 am - 5 pm. Sun. 12 - 5 pm.

Turn left on exiting JCHAC onto Burnhamthorpe Road East. At the traffic lights at
Trafalgar Road, turn left. Continue down Trafalgar Road, past Upper Middle
Road and turn right onto Sheridan College Road. Head to the parking lot of the
Annie Smith Arts Centre, entrance after the parking kiosk. The gallery is in Wing
AA. From the driveway loop there is a sign saying: The Gallery.

Hours: Mon. - Sat. 10 am - 5 pm, Sun. 12 - 5 pm

On leaving Sheridan, return along Sheridan College Road to Trafalgar Road.  Proceed
south on Trafalgar Road till you get to the QEW – Hamilton (West) on ramp. Travel on
the QEW and take the Third Line off ramp. Go south on Third Line, past Speers Road.
Turn right onto Bridge Road. Continue to QEPCCC, the Centre is on the left.
